Progress on Yearplan
The MUNSS members and I who are planning a virtual career fair for the graduating nursing cohort has been working hard on putting our plans into fruition! I will go into further details below in the upcoming events section.
I have continued on social media semi-regularly to engage with my caucus and promote a variety of events, with my latest posts consisting of promoting the Your City survey and the Awards Selection Committee, as well as recaps of previous SRA meetings. I also ran a successful Instagram giveaway, again with more details below in the past events section. 
Past Events, Projects, & Activities 
In January, I hosted an Instagram giveaway for the nursing faculty across all levels and streams, with the prize being a $25 Starbucks gift card. Participation consisted of liking and tagging friends on a post for a maximum of 4 entries, along with the oppurtunity for a bonus entry if they shared the post to their story. I hosted the giveaway for approximately a week, and the giveaway post is currently the post with the most engagement in both likes and comments. The SRA Nursing Instagram account started with 170 followers prior to the giveaway, with a goal to gain 10 followers. It was super successful and the SRA Nursing Instagram currently has 222 followers, an increase of 52 followers! I hope to do another giveaway, perhaps on Facebook to increase engagement there, before the semester ends to try and get more followers and engagement. 
Upcoming Events, Projects, & Activities 
The 2020/21 Your City Survey is live!! I’ve been trying my best to promote it on social media, primarily Instagram which has the most engagement, as well as reaching out to nursing faculty to share promotional material to their classes via Avenue. The Municipal Affairs Committee is also planning a municipal engagement week for early March, with my role focusing on how to engage with Hamilton politicians and government. 
As of Jan 29, I’ve submitted a completed draft of my section focusing on physical barriers on the Accessibility policy paper. I hope to join Kiran, the MSU Research Assistant guiding the policy paper, on her consultations in the upcoming weeks to further contribute to my section. 
As previously stated, I have been working with MUNSS members to plan a virtual career fair for the graduating class. We finalized the date of our event to March 2, much later than our previous plan, but we believe that the later date will maximize the number of attendants. We’ve already reached out to organizations and agencies we hope to attend and have begun receiving invoices and confirmation of attendance. Moreover, we’ve begun promoting the event on the various MUNSS social media accounts. I have a meeting organized with the Brazen representative who will be hosting our virtual event to begin onboarding and training for the administrative role that I’ll be taking on.
